This is the Style Guide for the Paper Abstract 

(bold, 14-point type, centered, with title case formatting, 

proper names, elements, and acronyms should be capitalized)

Author name(s) [12-point type, centered, bolded]

Author’s affiliation and full address (12-point type, centered, italicized)

Author’s e-mail address: (12-point type, centered, italicized)

In case of multiple authors from different institutions, each author’s name and address should be listed separately after the title. An abstract is typed single spaced, using 12 pt Times New Roman font. The abstract should appear on the four pages (A4 size) including figures, tables, and references. The abstract should be informative and succinct, not descriptive. Do not use asterisks, acknowledgments, and footnotes. Cite references at the end of the abstract. 
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Figure 1.  Figure captions should be centered beneath figures and in a 10- point font. 
Table. 1. Tables should be centered and numbered consecutively. Table titles should be centered above the table and in a 10-point font. 


All the figures should be centered, except for small figures less than 6.6 cm (2.6 in.) in width, which may be placed side by side. No part of a figure should extend beyond the typing area. Figures should be provided in grayscale or in black and white. Make sure that the text in the figures is readable. Equations should be centered, unless they are so long that less than 1 cm will be left between the end of the equation and the equation number, in which case they may run on to the next line. Equation numbers should only appear to the right of the last line of the equation, in parentheses. References should appear at the end of the abstract in the order they are mentioned in the text. Within the main text, references should be designated by a number in brackets [1], and they should precede a comma or period [2].
